Year 12 Geography Fieldtrip
Ecosystems at Risk

On Friday 12th June, year 12 Geography embarked 
on an excursion to the Bicentennial Park for a 
ýeldtrip to the Intertidal Wetlands of Homebush 
Bay. 

With our small group of 10, we did the short trip 
to Concord West where we joined another small 
group of Year 11 students from Girraween High 
School for the day. The day included activities 
such as a boardwalk tour of the Mangrove 
Wetlands and studies on the surrounding Salt 
Marsh and other plant and habitat life. After a full 
day of walking around in the open environment, 
the day concluded with an interactive mapping 
activity showing how the area has changed over 
the last 80 years.
A nice day was enjoyed by all involved.

This particular ýeldwork involved the 
investigation of Ecosystems at Risk and with 
the help of the people at Bicentennial Park the 
dayôs activities were set out to contribute to an 
upcoming report and out ýnal HSC marks.

Last week our Year 10 students participated in 
an óArrive Aliveô presentation by Balmain Tigers 
players John Skandalis and Andrew Fiýta. Our 
local NSW Police Youth Liaison Ofýcer, Janet 
Winn presented the legal aspects associated with 
driving and also shared her story. 

Organised by Mr Houseman, the presentation was 
designed to demonstrate the dangers associated 
with the ýrst few years of driving for young men.
