Year 11 Biology students surveyed the College 
grounds as part of the preliminary module 
óEvolution of Australian Biotaô to identify and 
gather samples of Australian native plants. They 
worked in groups to present information about 
þowers of the native species of angiosperms and 
identiýed features that may be adaptations for 
wind, insect or mammal pollination. Pictured 
below are two students gathering samples.
